Thank you for electing me to be the Columbia Council Representative from Owen Brown and hence the newest member of the 
Columbia Association Board of Directors. I look forward to representing our village on the CA Board. I want to thank Pearl At-
kinson-Stewart, our previous representative, for all of her hard work and dedication to our village.  
 
As you have noticed, dredging of Lake Elkhorn continues. Progress is being made and we should complete dredging this fall. The 
bridge at the fore bay area will be restored mid June. Many of us miss being able to walk/bike all around the lake and restoring 
the bridge will be very welcome indeed. As the task of dredging our lake nears completion, attention is turning to the lake's water-
shed and how to prevent the silt from clogging our lake in the future. To this end, CA agreed to hire a watershed manager. Appli-
cations are being accepted and interviewing will occur in June. CA hopes to have the watershed manager on board in early sum-
mer. In addition to hiring a watershed manager, CA will being hiring a Community Planner. With all the redevelopment efforts 
(both Downtown Columbia and in the villages), the community planner will be a resource for the community to help ensure that 
Columbia's voice is heard.  
 
In January 2010 CA adopted a revised organizational structure based upon the service bureau model. There are five services bu-
reaus within CA: 
a. Operations (which includes Sports & Fitness, Open Space, Community Services) 
b. Financial services (which includes Accounting, Payroll, Purchasing, Annual Charge) 
c. Communications & Marketing (which includes IT, Marketing & Production, Sales, Web Site & Communications) 
d. Team & Organizational Development 
e. Community Development & Sustainability 
 
The new structure is intended to provide a more team-focus organization to enhance internal and external customer service. If 
you haven't already visited the CA web site (www.columbiaassociation.org), I would encourage you to visit it.
