Homespun Pond Delayed: 

The Homespun Pond was recommended by the CA staff to be dredged in the next CA Budget Cycle.   The CA Board 
deferred this project, much to the CA staff and to my disappointment.   The Homespun Pond has not been dredged and 
repaired for 30 years!!   There are many ponds throughout Columbia, almost as many as pools.   Maintaining the ponds 
are equally important because this is where people gather and families enjoy the beauty of open space.  It is also envi-
ronmentally important to maintain the ponds to alleviate the mosquito inhabitants as much as possible.   All ponds are 
on a pre-scheduled list developed over 5 years ago to routinely clean our ponds.  The failure to follow CAôs recom-
mended schedule to maintain the many ponds only, in my opinion, backup the schedule creating possibly safety is-
sues.    

At the pre-budget work session, I voted to keep this item in the budget.   The majority of members voted to remove it 
entirely from the FY 11-12 budget, so that this item will not be addressed again until the FY 13-14 budget!! 

I encourage all those in the neighborhood who believe that this is critical to dredge the Homespun Pond to write or at-
tend the budget public hearings and request that this item be placed back into the budget for FY 11-12.
